LEGISLATIVE

Illinois state lawmakers are racing a May 31 deadline to resolve a host of controversial issues
FQ,E that form the centerpiece of new Democratic Governor J. B. Pritzker's agenda and first state
budget. The major plans are:

hfl * Changing the state constitution to replace a flat-rate state income tax to a graduated rate
\(Q ) that levies higher state tax rates as earnings increase. This bill will have to win the support of
60 % of the members of both the Illinois House and Senate and then go to voters for a simple
majority ratification in the November of 2020 ballot. As of May 21, this bill had passed the Senate but
had not been acted upon by the House. Keep in mind that all retirees in the state of Illinois do not pay a
state income tax.

* Passing a bill to possibly double the state's current 19 cents/gallon motor fuel tax. Lawmakers are
also looking at tying the gas tax rate to inflation, allowing it to grow over time and/or tying the motor
fuel tax to each individual motorist depending on how many miles you drive per year.

* Legalize recreational marijuana and then tax the weed. The state already has a medical marijuana
law.

* Legalize sports betting in Illinois. Every business and university has an opinion on this moneymaker.
Casinos, racetracks, video operators, as well as major sports leagues are all giving legislators input on
this bill(s).

* Implement a state wide tax on plastic bags.

* Impose a 32 cent per pack increase to the current $1.98 per pack cigarette tax. This bill would also
apply to e-cigarettes.

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* Pass a multibillion-dollar capital bill - a public works program similar to what us 'old timers'
remember as the Illinois Jobs Now (2009) or the Illinois FIRST program (1999). The present proposed
bill is in two parts - one for transportation related projects and one for building construction projects.

Gov. Pritzker also wanted to extend for 7 extra years a new ramp for state payments to the underfunded
public employee pension system; but, that plan was discarded when more money unexpectedly arrived
into the coffers. Right now all the pension systems in Illinois are underfunded by 130 billion dollars.

The IRTA and the KRTA will stay abreast of legislator votes and send out updated emails.
